The Adelaide College of Divinity Incorporated (ACD) was established in 1979 as an ecumenical
consortium of theological institutions from the Anglican, Catholic and Uniting Churches. The
three member colleges retain their own identity but cooperate within the consortium for joint
teaching of courses in Theology. The ACD provides courses in its own right as a government
registered Higher Education Provider of accredited courses. Through affiliation with Flinders
University the consortium also becomes the School of Theology.

The Adelaide College of Divinity Campus is the location of the ACD, the three theological
colleges and the Adelaide Theological Library. The faculty of the colleges teach in the awards of
both the ACD and the School of Theology at the ACD Campus. The ACD Campus was opened
in November 1997 and its tenth anniversary was celebrated in 2007.

During 2009 the Adelaide College of Divinity and the theological colleges of the three Churches
will together be making some changes to the structure of ACD Campus arrangements. There
will be no changes to any ACD or Flinders University course described in this Handbook during

Topic Information

A new topic code system was introduced for all ACD topics in 2008. Topic codes have a four letter
prefix, which remains the same for every topic, and four digits. The four letter prefix MINS replaced
BMIN for undergraduate and MMIN for postgraduate topics prior to 2008. Undergraduate topics
(between 1000 and 3999) have exactly the same digits as previously, for example MINS1101
Interpreting the Old Testament (previously BMIN1101). Postgraduate topics (7000 and above) which
are only available in the MMin have new digits. All topics which are also Flinders topics have identical
digits. New SIN numbers have been assigned to all MINS topics for enrolment and ACD Student
Database records. Refer pp 7-8 and pp 25-30.

A student who fails the same topic twice may not re-enrol in that topic without the permission of the
ACD Board.

Workload

A full-time load for students in ACD higher education courses is 36 units per academic year of study.
All internal undergraduate topics are taught in 2-3 hour blocks with ten minute breaks after each 50
minute class. The time spent in class is considered to be ‘contact’ time. Students should expect to
spend at least twice the amount of contact time in non-contact time outside class, for example in
activities such as research in the library, reading or writing up essays and assignments. Therefore over
the full academic year students studying full-time should allow at least 27 - 36 hours per week for their
study. This is the minimum time commitment; however, some students may find it necessary to commit
more than the minimum time.
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Part-time enrolment is considered to be any enrolment less than 13.5 units in a semester. Students
enrolled on a part-time basis can calculate the number of hours they should set aside each week in the
same way. For example a student enrolled in one 6 unit topic in a semester should allow a minimum of
9 hours per week - 3 contact hours and 6 non-contact hours.

Articulation, Credit Transfer and Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)

The ACD recognizes the experiences, knowledge and abilities which students bring with them when

they apply for admission to ACD courses. Such competencies (skills, knowledge and abilities) may

have been gained as the result of formal training, work experience and/or life experience.

(1) Credit Transfer: Designated or block credit may be granted on the basis of studies in other
approved higher education providers of theological studies. A student who holds any other
degree or other approved higher education theological qualification may be granted status for up
to one-third of the total units of the Associate Degree in Ministry or the Bachelor of Ministry on the
basis of that qualification. A student who has undertaken, but not yet been awarded, a higher
education theological qualification may be granted status for up to two-thirds of the units of the
Associate Degree in Ministry or the Bachelor of Ministry on the basis of that previous study.

(2) Recognition of Prior Learning: Applicants for admission who bring with them knowledge and
abilities gained as the result of work experience and/or life experience may be granted credit
toward studies in the Associate Degree or the Bachelor's degree in ministry.

Flexible Delivery

ACD BACHELOR OF MINISTRY AND ASSOCIATE DEGREE OF MINISTRY

The Bachelor of Ministry (BMin) is designed as a professional degree. Those who receive it are
regarded as having the basic pastoral and theological competence required for effective ministry in the
Christian tradition. The primary focus of the degree is on the praxis of ministry, based on a thorough
biblical, historical and theological understanding. This emphasis is established through supervised field
education in ministry as ground for the ongoing development of attitudes and skills appropriate to
mature Christian faith and service.

The Bachelor of Ministry aims to enable students to:
Acquire a grounding in the methods of biblical, historical and systematic theology as a basis for
reflection on ministry;
Develop initial skills for pastoral ministry; and
Achieve personal growth in ministry through the integration of theory and practice.

Students may structure their course so that they have the option of exiting after the second year of the
course with an Associate Degree of Ministry (AssocMin). The Associate Degree may be completed in
one of two streams, Pastoral Ministry or Theological Studies.

Students in Australia on an overseas student visa may be permitted to enrol in topics by distance mode for up to 25% of the
total course and must be enrolled in internal topics in each semester.
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The Associate Degree of Ministry (Pastoral Ministry) will provide students with a strong foundation in
the full range of theological disciplines - biblical studies, historical and systematic theology and pastoral
studies — that underpin pastoral ministry. The award will also require the study of specific aspects of
pastoral ministry, to prepare students directly for the practical work of pastoral ministry.

The Associate Degree of Ministry (Theological Studies) will also provide students with a strong
foundation in the full range of theological disciplines. For these students an up-to-date understanding of
the major concepts and theories involved will enhance both their own lives and the ministries in which
they are already engaged. Additional study in the area of bible and theology will enable students to both
broaden and deepen their initial studies.

Both the Bachelor of Ministry and the Associate Degree of Ministry are administered by the General
Board of the Adelaide College of Divinity.

Course Outcomes
The Associate Degree will provide a broad-based point of entry to employment in lay ministries,
particularly within the Catholic, Anglican and Uniting churches. It will provide:
o foundational underpinnings in the basic disciplines of biblical studies, historical & systematic
theology and pastoral studies;
e acquisition of academic skills and attributes to access, comprehend and evaluate information
from a range of sources;
e ministry related skills relevant to a range of employment contexts such as lay leader, parish
worker, chaplain, youth leader, etc.;
e a capacity for self-directed and lifelong learning.

The Bachelor Degree will provide the groundwork for lay or ordained ministries. Graduates will have:
e an understanding of Christian ministry and its underlying principles and concepts;
e communication and problem solving skills;
e the ability to undertake research, analyse information and apply knowledge and techniques
learnt within an academic or professional context;
o skills for self-directed and lifelong learning; and
e interpersonal and teamwork skills appropriate to employment and/or further study.

Admission
1) For admission to the course of study for the Bachelor of Ministry an applicant shall:

a) have completed the final year of secondary schooling in the Australian secondary system or
have attained an educational level considered to be equivalent by the Board,;

b) have an application for admission endorsed by a constituent member college of the ACD; and

c) not be concurrently enrolled in any other course of study, unless such study involves the

Ccross-

listing of topics to be accredited to this degree.

2) Provisional Admission:

a) An applicant who has not fulfilled the educational qualifications for admission specified above
may be granted provisional entry status by the Board for a specified period on such conditions
as may be determined in each case. Only in exceptional circumstances may such provisional
entry status be renewed.

b) If a candidate granted provisional entry status fails to comply with the conditions prescribed
within the period specified the provisional entry status shall lapse.

To Qualify for the Bachelor of Ministry or the Associate Degree of Ministry

1) To qualify for the Associate Degree in Ministry (Pastoral Ministry) a student shall complete 72
units which shall include:
e 19.5 units minimum in Biblical Studies with a grade of P or better;
e 19.5 units minimum in Historical and Systematic Theology with a grade of P or better;
e 27 units minimum in Pastoral Studies with a grade of P or better;
e 6 units of electives in any of the three areas of study approved by the academic advisor in

their ACD college and completed with a grade of P or better.

2) To qualify for the Associate Degree of Ministry (Theological Studies) a student shall complete 72
units which shall include:
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25.5 units minimum in Biblical Studies with a grade of P or better;

25.5 units minimum in Historical and Systematic Theology with a grade of P or better;

9 units minimum in Pastoral Studies with a grade of P or better;

6 additional units in Biblical Studies and/or Historical and Systematic Theology completed with
a grade of P or better;

e 6 units of electives in any of the three areas of study approved by the academic advisor in
their ACD college and completed with a grade of P or better.

3) To qualify for the Bachelor of Ministry Degree a student shall complete 108 units (including
MINS3501 Supervised Field Education evaluated as satisfactory). The 108 units shall include:
e 31.5 units minimum in Biblical Studies with a grade of P or better;
e 31.5 units minimum in Historical and Systematic Theology with a grade of P or better ;
e 33 units minimum in Pastoral Studies with a grade of P or better;
e 12 units of electives in any of the three areas completed with a grade of P or better.

Areas of Study
The courses of study for the degrees are set out in terms of areas of study: Biblical Studies, Historical
and Systematic Theology, and Pastoral Studies.

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ACD DIPLOMA IN PASTORAL STUDIES (DipPS)

The Diploma in Pastoral Studies (DipPS) is a professional diploma for students who are enrolled in, or
have completed, the Flinders University Bachelor of Theology. Those who receive the Diploma are
regarded as having the basic pastoral and theological competence required for effective ministry in the
Christian tradition. The primary focus of the diploma is on the praxis of ministry, based on a thorough
biblical, historical and theological understanding. This emphasis is established through supervised field
experience in ministry as ground for the ongoing development of attitudes and skills appropriate to
mature Christian faith and service.

Aims

To enable the student —

(a) to engage in reflection on ministry on the basis of a grounding in biblical, historical and systematic
theology;

(b) to develop initial skills for pastoral ministry;

(c) to enable personal growth in ministry through the integration of theory and practice.

Specific objectives
That the student develop —
(&) an understanding of
1. the theoretical bases of ministerial tasks (eg theological, psychological, sociological);
2. the ways in which pastoral identity, theory and practice can be brought together in actual work
situations.
(b) an ability
1. tointerpret effectively the Word of God as witnessed to in the Bible;
2. to reflect upon and assess critically representative trends and theologies in the history of the
Church;
3. to relate to people with compassion and empathy in pastoral situations in a vocationally
appropriate way;
4. to carry out the basic pastoral functions in the fields of his/her chosen study;
5. to grow in self-knowledge and evaluation of his/her own needs in developing ministry.
(c) an appreciation of
1. the intrinsic worth of Christian faith and values in determining meaning and purpose for
individuals and communities;
2. the varying functions and responsibilities of Christian ministry within the community;
3. his/her own vocation to ministry and the professional standards required for growth in ministry.

Rules

(&) The Diploma is administered by the General Board of the Adelaide College of Divinity.

(b) For admission to the course of studies for the Diploma in Pastoral Studies a candidate shall:

(1) have met one of the following requirements:
(& qualification for the Flinders University degree of Bachelor of Theology or for an
approved degree of another institution; or
(b) qualification for an undergraduate diploma in theology and completion of such
qualifying studies as are prescribed by the Board; or
(c) be currently enrolled as a candidate for the Flinders University degree of Bachelor of
Theology and have completed the prerequisites required for a particular topic.
(2) have an application for admission endorsed by a constituent member college of the ACD.
(c) The diploma shall consist of at least 45 units in Pastoral Studies topics offered for the degree of
Bachelor of Ministry including 12 units of Supervised Field Education.

(d) Except with the permission of the Board, a student shall complete the course of studies for the

diploma within a period of five years.

(e) A student who fails the same topic twice may not re-enrol in that topic without the permission of the

Board.

(f) (1) The Board may grant a student status on account of previous theological or other tertiary
study.

(2) Status in not more than four topics and in not more than 38 days of Supervised Field
Education may be granted on account of a completed degree or other tertiary qualification.

(@) (1) The professional focus of the diploma lies in the requirement of 56 days of Supervised Field
Education, in which the knowledge, skills and attitudes developed in the classroom topics are
put into practice. It is expected that this practice will be set within an educational context in
which a supervisor enables the student to reflect practically, personally and theologically on
the field experience.
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(2) Supervised Field Education will be evaluated by the supervisor as satisfactory or
unsatisfactory on the basis of a learning contract, regular student reports as the data for
supervisory conferences, and with the goal of ongoing self-evaluation in ministry in mind.

(3) Requirements relating to the allocation of days in Supervised Field Education are set out
below.

SUPERVISED FIELD EDUCATION IN THE BACHELOR OF MINISTRY AND THE DIPLOMA IN
PASTORAL STUDIES

The professional focus of the Bachelor of Ministry degree and the Diploma in Pastoral Studies lies in
the requirement of Supervised Field Education, in which the knowledge, skills and attitudes developed
in the classroom topics are put into practice. It is expected that this practice will be set within an
educational context in which a supervisor enables the student to reflect practically, personally and
theologically on the field education. Supervised Field Education will be evaluated by the supervisor as
satisfactory or unsatisfactory on the basis of a learning contract, regular student reports as the data for
supervisory conferences, and with the goal of ongoing self-evaluation in ministry in mind.

The ACD Board has approved the following requirements relating to Supervised Field Education:

1. MINS3501 Supervised Field Education has a total value of 12 units that cannot be reduced.
(Students enrolling in MINS3501C or MINS3501D which are 6 unit topics must complete both
topics to complete SFE requirements.)

2. Field Education should relate to at least four of the other Pastoral Studies topics presented for
the degree.

3. Students are required to complete a minimum of 56 days on approved placement/s. Of these
56 days, up to 24 days will be accredited for reflection on, and preparation for, ministry tasks.
No less than 32 days should have been spent in actual ministry. One day on placement is
counted as 8 hours. This translates into a maximum of 192 hours for preparation and reflection
and a minimum of 256 hours for ministry tasks.

4. Students are free to negotiate more hours in their placements if they wish. It is recommended
that the ratio of roughly 40% of time spent in preparation and reflection and 60% of time spent
in ministry practice be maintained, no matter how many hours per week the student spends in a
placement.

5. The following limits apply:

b) Not more than half the total days claimed may be related to any one topic.

C) The total number of days relating to MINS1507 Introduction to Pastoral Care, MINS2504
Christian Pastoral Care, MINS3504 Approaches to Theological Reflection and credit
given for Clinical Pastoral Education together may not be more than two thirds of the total
days claimed.

d) The total number of days related to MINS2505 Homiletics and MINS3503 Advanced
Homiletics together may not be more than two thirds of the total days claimed.

e)  The total number of days related to MINS1516 Children’s Ministry and MINS2517 Family
and Children’s Ministry together may not be more than two thirds of the total days
claimed.

f) Students who complete a full-time course in Clinical Pastoral Education with an approved
agency may be given credit for 6 units in the Pastoral Studies stream.

0) Students who have completed the requirements for the topic THEO3501 at Flinders
University may be granted status in the ACD Bachelor of Ministry for MINS3501.

h) Students who have completed SFE at an approved institution other than the ACD or
Flinders University may be granted status for up to two-thirds of the requirements for the
topic MINS3501 Supervised Field Education.

The ACD Master of Ministry (MMin) is a post-graduate professional degree for those involved in
Christian Ministry. It is aimed at assisting Christian leaders in developing their personal, spiritual,
pastoral and intellectual capacities. Participants are required to engage with contemporary approaches
to empirical research and theological reflection. They interact with the best of the current thinking in a
relevant area of pastoral ministry and apply the theoretical knowledge they have acquired in developing
a ministry project built around current pastoral practice.

Entry Requirements

Entry to the Master of Ministry normally requires:

1. A Bachelor of Ministry degree or equivalent; and

2. Atleast two year's pastoral experience; and

3. Permission of the Course Convenor.

However the ACD Board may, under certain circumstances and subject to specific conditions admit
others who can show evidence of fithess for candidature.

Course Structure

The Master of Ministry is a 72 unit four year course taught on a part-time basis only. There are two
streams in the course, Ministry and Resource Ministry. The Resource Ministry stream is available
exclusively by distance education. After successful completion of Levels One and Two (completed over
two years part-time) a student may exit with the 36 unit Graduate Diploma in Ministry or the 36 unit
Graduate Diploma in Resource Ministry. Students wishing to complete the Master of Ministry continue
to complete Levels Three and Four. See Course Structure diagram on p 20.

Course Components

1. Coursework Topics: The coursework topics allow participants to explore current scholarship in their
area of interest. Coursework topics may also be selected in consultation with the course convenor
from 3 and 6 unit advanced level topics from the ACD Bachelor of Ministry course, in which case
additional tasks may be assigned in order to increase the content to graduate level. MMin students
will be assessed at graduate level in these topics.

2. Guided Reading Topics: With the guidance of a topic convenor the student is enabled to read and
be assessed in selected areas related to the student’s area of research. These 3 unit topics
normally require 3,000 words of written work.

3. Programme Seminars: There are 21 seminars at 1 unit per seminar which allow participants to
discuss current issues in their ministry experience and to present progress reports on ministry
projects. Participants will be required to submit a 1,000 word response paper for each seminar.
Each participant will be expected to lead at least one segment (approx 1 hr in length) of a
Programme Seminar at each of levels 2-4 and will be required to submit a paper (1,500-3,000
words) describing the key issues in their presentation in advance. Seminars will also be led by the
course convenor and invited experts in areas of ministry practice.

4. Ministry Practice Project: Ministry Stream
Participants will be expected to complete a ministry practice project of 24 units for the Master of
Ministry (24,000 words) or 12 units (12,000 words) for the Graduate Diploma in Ministry on a topic
associated with a current ministry activity. The topic of the project may be selected from one of the
following broad areas:

Christian Education

Youth and Children’s’ Ministry

Spirituality

Pastoral Care

Pastoral Counselling

Leadership and Parish Development

Worship and Liturgy

Social Justice

Mission and Evangelism
By the end of the first year of the ministry stream of the course participants will need to have
submitted to the course coordinators a proposal for their ministry research project. Prior to
commencement of the project a supervisor will be appointed

5. Ministry Practice Project: Resource Ministry Stream
Participants will be expected to complete a ministry practice project of 24 units for the Master of
Ministry. This will involve the production, refinement, and approval of a Learning Plan in the broad
area of resource ministry and the subsequent completion of the goals of the plan and a written
project of 24,000 words. Prior to commencement of the project a local supervisor will be appointed
under the oversight of a designated Director of Field Education.

DOCTOR OF MINISTRY

The DMin is a postgraduate professional degree for those involved in Christian Ministry. It is aimed at
assisting Christian leaders in developing their ministry practice skills at an advanced level. Participants
are required to engage with contemporary debates around ministry practice, engage in critical reflection
on areas of ministry specialisation and carry out original research concerning practice in the profession,
the results of which will be embodied in a thesis for submission to external examination.

Entry Requirements: Direct Admission
Entry requirements for direct admission to the course are:
1. A Bachelor of Ministry degree with first or upper second class honours or equivalent OR the
ACD Master of Ministry degree or equivalent; and
2. Atleast three years pastoral experience; and
3. Permission of the ACD Research Committee and the Course Coordinator.
However the ACD Board may, under certain circumstances and subject to specific conditions admit
others who can show evidence of fithess for candidature.

A candidate who holds a Master of Ministry degree or equivalent may be granted advanced standing in
the DMin.

Entry Requirements: Transfer from Master of Ministry
Entry may also occur by transfer from the Master of Ministry course upon completion of either Level 1,
or Level 2 or Level 3 of the Master of Ministry. Requirements for transfer are:

1. A current enrolment in the ACD Master of Ministry course; and

2. A grade average of Distinction in the ACD Master of Ministry study in topics totalling at least 18

units calculated on the last 18 units taken; and
3. Atleast three years pastoral experience; and
4. Permission of the ACD Research Committee and the Course Convenor.

Advanced Standing

A candidate who holds an ACD Master of Ministry degree and who is granted entry to the Doctor of
Ministry may be granted advanced standing. Candidates who are granted advanced standing will be
required to complete the following DMin course components:

e 18 units of coursework including MINS9031 Advanced Research Methods and Ethics

e 42 units of Doctoral research project study and optional practicum.

A candidate who holds a Masters degree deemed equivalent to the ACD Master of Ministry degree may
also be granted advanced standing. The required DMin course components will be determined on a
case by case basis in order to achieve consistency across the programs of study of those graduating
from the Doctoral course.

Transfer of Status from MMin to DMin

A candidate for the ACD Master of Ministry, if accepted into the Doctor of Ministry, will be granted status
for topics completed in the MMin provided each topic has been completed with a grade of Credit or
better according to the following scheme

e Programme Seminars at Master’s level transfer to Doctoral level

e Theology of Ministry Practice
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Research Methods Seminar

Guided Reading and Coursework

Ministry Practice Project | and Il transfer to Ministry Practice Thesis | and Il
Ministry Practice Project Il is not transferable.

Course Structure

The Doctor of Ministry is a 108 unit three-year full-time or 6 years part-time course. It is comprised of 21
units of Programme Seminars, 45 units of Coursework and Guided Reading topics and 42 units of
research by means of a Thesis and Practicum or Thesis alone.

Some topics for the Master of Ministry and the Doctor of Ministry are shared. Where topics appear in
both courses a candidate for the Doctor of Ministry will be expected to perform consistently at a higher
level than a candidate for the Master of Ministry.

A variety of study paths can be taken to complete the Doctor of Ministry. Sample course structures are
given on p 23 for part-time and full-time study and for students with advanced standing.

Course Components

1. Coursework Topics: The coursework topics allow participants to explore current scholarship in their
area of interest and related areas of ministry practice. These are 3 or 6 unit topics which are normally
assessed by 3,000 or 6,000 words of written work respectively.

Coursework topics may be drawn from a variety of sources. Some topics are Doctoral topics. Other
topics may be selected in consultation with the course convenor from 3 or 6 unit topics offered in the
ACD Master of Ministry course or from Advanced Level topics from the ACD Bachelor of Ministry
course. DMin students will be expected to perform consistently at a graduate level in these topics and
may be required to include additional reading.

2. Guided Reading Topics: With the guidance of a topic convenor the student is enabled to read and be
assessed in selected areas related to the student’s proposed area of research. These 3 unit topics
normally require 3,000 words of written work.

3. Programme Seminars: There are 21 seminars at 1 unit per seminar which allow participants to
discuss current issues in their ministry experience and to present progress reports on ministry projects.
Participants will be required to submit a 1,000 word response paper for each seminar. Each participant
will be expected to lead at least one segment (approx 1 hr in length) of a Programme Seminar at each
of levels 2-4 and will be required to submit a paper (1,500-3,000 words) describing the key issues in
their presentation in advance. Seminars will also be led by the course convenor and invited experts in
areas of ministry practice.

4. Ministry Practice Thesis and Practicum: Candidates are expected to complete a ministry practice
thesis of 42 units (42,000 words) or a ministry practice thesis of 36 units (36,000 words) together with a
practicum of 6 units.

The thesis must embody a piece of original research that makes a substantial contribution to the
theological and practical understanding of Ministry practice. The thesis will be examined in accordance
with the ACD Policy Research in Postgraduate Courses.

The professional project practicum is an approved ministry experience in an agreed setting, under the
guidance of a Supervisor. It may take place in the candidate’s own ministry setting. It provides an
opportunity for a student to identify a specific area in ministry practice and enhance their skills and
knowledge in that area while in the process also providing real-world experience on which to base
development of practical theology and the implementation of action-reflection models. Areas for the
practicum include preaching, leadership, chaplaincy, interim ministry, new models of church, and
Christian education. The practicum will be preceded by a Guided Reading Topic on the area of the
practicum.

The practicum offers an opportunity for students to gain significant practical expertise in a second
ministry area which is not related to their thesis area.

DOCTOR OF DIVINITY (Honoris Causa )

The Degree of Doctor of Divinity is intended as a senior degree to be awarded only for work of
considerable distinction.

Candidates for the Degree shall be nominated to the ACD by a sponsor or a group of sponsors. The
sponsor(s) will be expected to submit to the ACD evidence that the nominee has made an original and
substantial contribution to the advancement of theological learning. Further qualifications to be
considered for the nomination of such persons will include:

(a) contribution to theological learning;

(b) services to theological education;

(c) services to the Church; and

(d) services to the general community.

Normally, it will be expected that some part of this contribution will have been made within the
geographical regions related to the work of the Adelaide College of Divinity, Inc. A recommendation
from the Honorary Degree Committee shall be made only if the said Committee is satisfied, that the
person nominated merits honouring for outstanding achievement or for the exceptional quality of his/her
life and work, and that the College is an appropriate body to mark such achievement or equality by the
awarding of a degree honoris causa.

The ACD will award the Degree only when it is satisfied on the basis of evidence before it that the
nominee’s contribution has been both original and substantial.

DIPLOMA IN MINISTRY (Discontinued)

Enrolments in the Diploma in Ministry (DipMin) are no longer accepted. A student with a prior ACD
Diploma of Ministry may apply for admission to the Bachelor of Ministry degree and may be awarded 72
units status, provided the prior diploma is surrendered. For award of the Bachelor of Ministry a further
36 units of study must be completed.

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ACD CONSTITUTION AND REGULATIONS

CONSTITUTION

Name

1. The name of the organisation shall be Adelaide College of Divinity, hereinafter called the “College”.

Objects

2.

2A.

(1) The College exists to:
() act in consultation with the constituent members to award or arrange the
award of such degrees and/or diplomas in theology and related disciplines as
may from time to time be agreed on by the College;

(i) arrange such cooperation between the constituent members, such as joint
teaching operations, as may from time to time be agreed upon; and
(iii) facilitate research in theology and related disciplines.
(2) The College respects the autonomy of its constituent members and the right of each

to admit to, refuse admission to, or exclude students from its courses.
The College shall consist of the following classes of members;-

() Constituent Members

(i) Associate Members.

Constituent Members

3.

3A.

(1) The constituent members are Parkin-Wesley College, St Barnabas' Theological
College, the Catholic Theological College of South Australia, Nungalinya College and
Coolamon College.

(2) (i) Theological institutions other than the constituent members may apply in
writing to be admitted as a constituent member of the College.
(i) Not less than four months’ notice in writing of any application for admission
shall be given by the College to each of the constituent members.
(iii) During said period any constituent member may by notice in writing to the

College object to the admission of the applicant theological institution as a
constituent member of the College.
(iv) The General Board may admit the applicant to membership of the College as
a constituent member by a resolution passed at a meeting of the General
Board by a majority of three-fourths of those present at that meeting; provided
that if notice of objection is given by two or more constituent members in
accordance with the provisions of paragraph (iii) of this sub-clause and shall
not have been withdrawn at or before the meeting of the General Board at
which a resolution for admission is to be proposed in accordance with this
paragraph, the applicant shall not be admitted to membership of the College
as a constituent member.
3) A constituent member intending to with-draw from the College shall give 12 months’
notice of that intention to the other constituent members, and upon the expiration of that period
of notice, unless the notice shall have been withdrawn, that constituent member shall
thereupon cease to be a constituent member of the College.

(1) Churches and other bodies corporate associations or bodies may apply in writing to
become associate members of the College.
(2) Every application for associate membership shall be submitted to the General Board

at its next meeting held not less than 14 days after such application is received. The General
Board shall consider such application and shall either at that meeting or at a subsequent
meeting approve or reject the applicant for associate membership.

3) Each associate member shall have the right to appoint not more than one person to
the General Board who shall be appointed for such period as the associate member
appointing that person shall determine.

(4) Each person so appointed may be represented in his or her absence by an alternate
appointed by the associate member whom that person represents, and that alternate, whilst
attending a meeting of the General Board, shall have all the powers and duties of a member of
the General Board.

(5) Associate members shall have such other rights and privileges as the General Board
may from time to time determine.
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Government

4,

(1) The College shall be governed by a General Board. Each constituent member shall
have the right to appoint not more than three persons to the General Board who shall be
appointed for such period as the constituent member appointing them shall determine.

(2) Each person so appointed may be represented in his or her absence by an alternate
appointed by the constituent member whom that person represents, and that alternate, whilst
attending a meeting of the General Board as such alternate shall have all the powers and
duties of a member of the General Board.

3) ‘One student from each constituent member, who is enrolled for an award of the
College or for which teaching is arranged by the College and who is elected in accordance
with rules approved by the General Board, shall be a member of the General Board.

4) The General Board may admit at its discretion, and for such term as it decides, up to
three additional members, being representatives of other bodies or persons with specific
qualifications.

(5) The General Board shall normally meet four times in each year (one meeting being
the annual meeting) and at such other times as may be arranged by the President or the
General Board.

(6) At the annual meeting an annual report and financial statement made up to a date
fixed from time to time by the General Board and duly audited, shall be presented by the
executive officer or such other person as the General Board directs. The report and financial
statement, when adopted, shall be forwarded to the constituent members.

@) If a written request is received from not less than three members of the General
Board a special meeting of the General Board shall be called by the executive officer by giving
to the members of the General Board not less than fourteen days notice in writing of that
meeting.

(8) A quorum at meetings of the General Board shall be four persons, including

one representative of at least three of the constituent members.

(9) At the annual meeting of the General Board a President shall be chosen from among
the members of the General Board and the President shall chair all meetings of the Board.
(10) In the absence of the President from any meeting the General Board shall choose
some other of its members to be the chair for that meeting.

(11)  The chair shall have both a deliberative and a casting vote.

(12) Any casual vacancy in the office of President, or seal holder shall be filled by the next
succeeding meeting of the General Board.

Public Officer

5.

The public officer of the College shall be as determined from time to time by the General
Board.

Executive Officer

6.

(1) The General Board shall appoint an Executive Officer who shall act as its executive
officer. The General Board shall fix the term of office and remuneration of the Executive
Officer and shall arrange for the provision of administrative facilities.

(2) In addition to acting as executive officer of the General Board the Executive Officer
shall carry out such duties as are in accordance with the directions of the General Board from
time to time. Such duties shall include the following:

() to arrange the enrolment of students;

(i) to arrange for the publication of such handbooks, examination papers and
other documents as are required;

(iii) to act as secretary to the General Board; and

(iv) to carry out such other administrative responsibilities as the General Board
may direct.

Boards of Studies

7.

(1) The General Board may establish such Boards of Studies as it deems appropriate to
administer the degrees and/or diplomas of the College, appoint the members of each Board of
Studies, fix their respective terms of office and conditions affixed to the same, and establish
such other terms and conditions as the General Board may from time to time determine.

(2) Each Board of Studies shall be of such size as the General Board may determine and
may include persons other than members of the faculties of the constituent members.

3) Each Board of Studies shall be responsible to the General Board.

Committees

8.

(1) The General Board may establish such committees as it may from time to time determine
in accordance with such specifications as it may fix.
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(2) Each committee shall report to the General Board.

Regulations

9. The General Board from time to time may make, vary and revoke such regulations governing
the affairs of the College not inconsistent with its constitution as it may from time to time deem
necessary.

Common Seal

10. (1) The College shall have a Common Seal which shall be in the custody of the Executive
Officer and shall be affixed by any two seal holders upon the authority of a resolution of the
General Board.
(2) The seal holders shall be the President and the Executive Officer and three other
members of the General Board appointed by the General Board at its annual meeting.

Changes to Constitution

11. (1) This constitution may be altered by a resolution approved by a majority of not less
than three-fourths of those present at a meeting of the General Board provided that notice in
writing of the proposed alteration has been given to all members of the General Board not less
than four months prior to the meeting at which the proposed alteration will be considered.
(2) Prior to the General Board considering any proposed alteration to this constitution not
less than four month’s notice in writing of any proposed alteration shall be given to each of the
constituent members.
3) In the case of a proposed alteration to either of clauses 3 and 11 of this constitution
any constituent member may during the said period of four months by notice in writing to the
College object to the proposed alteration, and if any such objection is so made the proposed
alteration shall not be approved by the General Board.
4) In the case of a proposed alteration to this constitution, other than to clauses 3 and
11, any two constituent members may during the said period of four months by notice in
writing to the College object to the proposed alteration, and if any two such objections are so
made the proposed alteration shall not be approved by the General Board.

Disbanding

12. (1) The College will be dissolved by resolution of an annual meeting of the General Board
if notice to this effect has been given in writing to each of the constituent members and the
members of the General Board four months prior to that meeting and provided that—

() any such resolution is approved by not less than three-fourths of those
present at that meeting; and
(i) no objection in writing has been received from any constituent member during
the said period of four months.
(2) The assets of the College shall in the event of dissolution be allocated by the General

Board to such educational purposes as the meeting determines.

REGULATIONS

0.1 Interpretation
These regulations shall be interpreted in accordance with the provisions of the Constitution of the
Adelaide College of Divinity.

0.2 Relation of these Regulations to Statutes of the Flinders University of South Australia

In any matter relating to degrees in Theology of the Flinders University of South Australia in which
there is conflict between these regulations and statutes of the Flinders University of South Australia,
the latter shall prevail.

1.1 Emblem of the College
1.1.1 The emblem of the College shall be a pointed ellipse, bearing a Latin or Passion Cross
above an Australian Piping Shrike displayed and standing on a staff (from the State Badge of
South Australia), and having below it a scroll bearing the words “Adelaide College of Divinity
Inc”.
1.1.2 A copy of the emblem as approved by the General Board shall be held in the custody of
the Executive Officer.
1.1.3 The emblem of the College shall be used, depicted and displayed only in such manner
and under such conditions as the General Board shall approve.
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2.1 General Board

2.1.1 Where any person is appointed a member or alternate member of the General Board
under the provisions of clause 4 (1) or (2) of the Constitution a person representing the
constituent member college which makes the appointment shall send to the Executive Officer a
certificate in writing stating that such person has been appointed, and such certificate shall be
conclusive evidence of the appointment.

2.1.2 The General Board may authorise a Steering Committee, and/or the President and/or
the Executive Officer to act on behalf of the General Board in any matter between meetings of
the Board. Any decisions or actions taken by the Steering Committee, President or Executive
Officer under this authority shall be reported to the next meeting of the General Board.

2.2 Boards and Committees
2.2.1 If any members of any committees or boards shall cease to hold the office or
gualification by virtue of which they were appointed to the committee or board, they shall ipso
facto cease to be members of the committees or boards.
2.2.2 When the place of an appointed member of a committee or board becomes vacant by
reason of death, resignation or otherwise, the body or person by whom such appointment was
made shall appoint another person to serve the remainder of the term of office of the person.
2.2.3 All proceedings of any committee or board shall be minuted and permanently recorded.
2.2.4 Each committee or board shall determine the manner in which its proceedings shall be
conducted.

3.1 Teachers
3.1.1 Recognised Teachers of the Adelaide College of Divinity shall be those recognised by
the General Board as qualified to teach in courses leading to ACD awards;
3.1.2 The General Board shall review the list of recognised teachers annually.

3.1.3 The Flinders University of South Australia may grant ‘academic status’ to suitably
qualified recognised teachers of the Adelaide College of Divinity to participate in teaching the
Theology awards offered by the University.

3.2 Area of Study Conveners and Committees

3.2.1 The areas of study in the ACD shall be:

€) Biblical Studies;

(b) Historical and Systematic Theology; and

(c) Pastoral Studies (which includes Supervised Field Education).
3.2.2 For each area of study a convener shall be appointed by the General Board at its annual
meeting.
3.2.3 For each area of study in there shall be a committee consisting of those teachers who
teach topics in the area of study.
3.2.4 The authority and responsibilities of the area of study conveners and area of study
committees shall be as determined from time to time by the General Board and shall include
making recommendations to the General Board on the syllabi for topics in their respective
areas.
3.2.5 The Certificates in Ministry Board of Studies may appoint its own area studies convenors
and committees to make recommendations to the CMin Board on the syllabi for topics
administered by that Board.

4.1 Finance
4.1.1 The General Board may from time to time determine levies or fees to be paid by
constituent or associate member colleges or students and may approve such other means of
financing the operations of the College as it deems appropriate.
4.1.2 Unless determined otherwise by the General Board, the Executive Officer shall be the
treasurer of the College.

5.1 Enrolment of Students

5.1.1 The General Board may prescribe that students who wish to commence a course of
study for any award of the College shall apply for admission to that course of study by a
particular date. An application for admission submitted after that date will not necessarily be
accepted.

5.1.2 The General Board, having regard to the resources of the College with respect to
staffing, accommodation and facilities available for teaching may place limitations on the
numbers of students to be admitted to any course of study for a diploma or to any course of
study for which students will be admitted. Only students granted permission may enrol for such
courses.
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5.1.3 The General Board may prescribe each year a date by which students shall enrol. An
enrolment submitted after that date will not necessarily be accepted. In addition to complying
with these regulations, students enrolling for courses of study at Flinders University will also
need to comply with the enrolment requirements of the University.

5.1.4 Students who enrol for a course of studies of the College shall be subject to the
Constitution and Regulations of the College whilst they remain enrolled as students.

6.1 Academic Awards
6.1.1 The academic awards offered by the College shall be those specified in Schedule | to
these regulations.
6.1.2 Rules and syllabi as approved by the General Board shall define the course of studies to
be undertaken for each award of the college.
6.1.3 There shall be an Examination Committee for all awards other than the DipPM,
comprising the President, the Executive Officer and a representative appointed by each ACD
college. The Certificates in Ministry Board shall carry out the functions of the Examination
Committee in relation to awards that Board administers.
6.1.4 The Examination Committee shall have the following duties:

€) to determine the results obtained by students in each topic or course, taking into
account the results of examinations and other forms of assessment;
(b) to determine, in the case of any students who fail to pass a topic, what further work

and examinations (if any) the student must complete satisfactorily before being granted a
passing grade in that topic;

(c) to determine what restrictions (if any) should be placed on a student’s future program
of study.

6.1.5 The Area of Study Committees shall appoint a topic convenor for each topic in their
respective Areas, who shall report to the Examination Committee on the performance of each
student enrolled for the topic.

6.1.6 Unless a student provides reasons considered satisfactory by the Examination
Committee, that student will be deemed to have failed a topic if the student withdraws from
enrolment in that topic after two-thirds of the duration of the teaching period for that topic.

6.1.7 The grades which may be used in ACD awards are those which appear in Schedule I
to these regulations.

6.1.8 Where there are topics which are common to more than one course of study, credit for
any such topics in which a student has been granted a passing grade whilst in one course of
studies may be transferred to another course of studies in which the student subsequently
enrols, provided that the topics may be counted towards fulfilment of the requirements of one
course of study only.

6.2 President’s Letters of Commendation
6.2.1 The President may award a President’s Letter of Commendation to a student whose
academic performance has been judged to be out-standing.
6.2.2 The award shall be made on the recommendation of the Examination Committee.
6.2.3 Guidelines for the award of the President’s Letter of Commendation shall be approved by
the General Board and shall be published by the Executive Officer.

7.1 Conferring of Awards
7.1.1 An ACD award may be conferred upon a student if that student has fulfilled all the
conditions prescribed by Regulation 6.1 and the Rules appropriate to that award.
7.1.2 A student eligible for an academic award shall be presented by the Executive Officer to
the President at a ceremony for the purpose at such time and place as the General Board shall
determine. Provided that the President may appoint a substitute for himself or the Executive
Officer, and that a candidate may be awarded the diploma either in absentia or on attendance
at a meeting of the General Board if the General Board so approves.
7.1.3 The ceremony for conferring of awards shall be included within the context of a service
of worship.
7.1.4 The conferring of an award shall be evidenced by a certificate given under the common
seal of the College.

7.2 Academic Dress
7.2.1 The academic dress for graduates of the College shall be as listed in Schedule Il to
these regulations.
7.2.2 The ceremonial dress of members of the General Board and of Board of Studies who
are not graduates shall be black gown, Cambridge shape, as for the Flinders University of
South Australia.
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8.1 Election of Members of the General Board by Students

8.1.1 In this regulation, unless some other meaning is clearly intended:
“student” means a student eligible for election as a member of the General Board as
defined in Clauses 8.1.10 and 8.1.11;
“appointed day” means the day appointed by the ACD Executive Officer for the holding
of an election;
“ordinary election” means a biennial election held in each ACD constituent member
college of a student from that college to the ACD General Board.
“extraordinary election” means an election to fill a vacancy.

8.1.2 An ordinary election shall be held on the appointed day, normally in the month of

October, every second year.

8.1.3 An extraordinary election shall be held on an appointed day as soon as practicable after

the occurrence of a vacancy.

8.1.4 The office of a member of a Board elected by students in each shall become vacant if:
€) they die; or

(b) their term of office expires; or

(c) they cease to be a student; or

(d) they resign by notice in writing addressed to the Executive
Officer.

8.1.5 Subject to Clause 8.1.4, a person elected at an ordinary or extraordinary election shall
hold office until the appointed day of the next ensuing ordinary election; provided that when a
vacancy occurs after the beginning of second semester, the position shall remain vacant until
the next ordinary election.
8.1.6 Each election shall be conducted by a secret ballot and shall be held in each constituent
member college.
8.1.7 Each election shall be conducted by a Returning Officer in each college who, unless the
General Board determines otherwise, shall be the appointee of the College Principal.
8.1.8 For each election, the Returning Officer shall appoint at least two scrutineers who are
students but who are not candidates for election.
8.1.9 For each election, the Returning Officer shall determine the eligibility of voters,
candidates, nominators and seconders in accordance with the ACD’s official enrolments
records after checking with the ACD Executive Officer. The ACD Executive Officer’s ruling on
eligibility shall be final.
8.1.10 Students shall be eligible to be a voter, candidate, nominator and seconder at an
election of members of the General Board if:
(1) they are enrolled as a candidate for a degree in Theology in The Flinders
University of South Australia, and they have indicated to the Executive Officer on the
prescribed form that they are a student of a constituent member college of the College;
or
(2) they are enrolled as a candidate for an award of the Adelaide College of Divinity.
8.1.11 Not less than twenty-one days before the appointed day for any election, the Returning
Officer shall announce the holding of the election and invite nominations for election. Such
announcement and invitation may be made by means of notices on notice boards in each of
the constituent member colleges and by any other means which the Returning Officer deems
appropriate.
8.1.12 Nominations for election shall be lodged with the Returning Officer by the seventh day
preceding the appointed day. Each nomination shall be in writing, shall include the full name of
the person nominated and must bear the signature of a nominator and seconder.
The Returning Officer shall not accept a nomination unless:
(1) the person nominated, the nominator and seconder are eligible to be a candidate,
nominator and seconder;
(2) prior to the closing of nominations, the Returning Officer receives from the person
nominated written advice of his consent to nomination.
8.1.13 If upon the closing of nominations, not more than one person has been nominated, the
Returning Officer shall declare such candidate elected and shall advise the Executive Officer of
person’s election. If the there is more than one candidate an election shall be held in the
manner determined by the Returning Officer.
8.1.14 As soon as possible after an election the votes shall be counted by the Returning
Officer in the presence of the scrutineers. The candidate with the most votes will be elected.
8.1.15 As soon as possible after the counting of votes has been completed the Returning
Officer shall declare the result of the election by notice board in the college, and such notice
shall be signed by the Returning Officer.

BACHELOR OF THEOLOGY (BTh)

The Bachelor of Theology (BTh) degree is a 4 year degree, comprising 144 units of work.” The degree
is offered as a first degree, including an incorporated optional honours program within the fourth year.

BTh Degree Structure
To complete the BTh degree, a student shall complete 144 units with a grade of Pass or better. The
144 units must include:

(a) 37.5 units of Biblical Studies topics

(b) 37.5 units of Historical and Systematic Theology topics

(c) 33 units of Pastoral Studies topics® or 33 units of non-Theological Studies

(d) 36 units taken from the following areas of study: Biblical Studies, Historical and Systematic
Theology, Pastoral Studies or Biblical Languages.

Exit at Bachelor of Theological Studies

To be eligible to exit after the equivalent of three years full time study with the Bachelor of Theological

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BACHELOR OF THEOLOGY (HONOURS) BTh (Hons)

Introduction

The Honours program in Theology has been designed as additional academic study for students with a
superior academic record in their undergraduate Theology degree. The Honours program is intended
to allow academically more successful students to further their knowledge in more specialised fields
within Theology.

For some students, the Honours program is seen as a preparation for postgraduate studies and is
considered to be the ‘normal’ route for entry to research masters and doctorate studies. Thus,
students who are considering undertaking postgraduate studies may use their Honours studies to
further their knowledge in areas in which they wish to undertake a postgraduate thesis and write their
Honours thesis on a topic which may form the basis of a subsequent postgraduate thesis. Acceptance
as a postgraduate student normally requires a first class or second class upper division Honours
degree.

Students may also undertake Honours in order to further their knowledge in the fields of their
undergraduate studies with a view to preparing themselves more adequately for their future
professional careers. An Honours degree may not only provide students with a better grounding in
their professions but also give them a ‘competitive edge’ in the job market.

Entry Pathways for Honours
Students may enter the Theology Honours program if they have completed one of the following with a
grade of P (Pass) or better in each topic:

a Flinders three year Bachelor of Theology degree;

a Flinders BThSt;

any other tertiary qualification deemed equivalent to the Flinders BTh or BThSt; or

the first three years of the four year Flinders BTh;

and
in the case of a Flinders qualification have passed 36 units of work at upper year level
(excluding any first year level) with grades of CR (Credit) or better, at least 12 units of which
must be from the discipline or area of study chosen for Honours;

or
in the case of a tertiary qualification from another institution, their performance in obtaining that
qualification was of a standard considered sufficient by the School;

and

have successfully completed the topic THEO 2701 Biblical Greek 1, or its equivalent.

Admission Procedures

All applicants for Honours must complete an application for entry to Honours no later than the semester
prior to the commencement of their Honours program.” The application form is available from the
School of Theology Administrative Officer (Academic). When complete it should be submitted to the
Administrative Officer (Academic) for consideration by the Standing Committee of the School Board.
Applicants whose undergraduate degree is from a tertiary institution other than Flinders are required to
submit with their application a piece of written work from final year studies of their undergraduate
degree. The Standing Committee of the School of Theology will consider the written work as an
indicator of the academic standard of the applicant and compare it to the standard expected at
Flinders.

The decision regarding a student’'s admission to the Honours program is usually made at the at the end
of the semester prior to commencement of the program. Full-time students who begin the Honours
program in the first semester are encouraged to start work as soon as their entry is confirmed and
should have their area of research mapped out before the start of teaching.

Enrolment Procedures

Enrolment normally is completed via Flinders University’'s Online Facility in December, January or
February. In the case of a student who completes entry requirements in July and proceeds
immediately to Honours in second semester. In the latter case arrangements will be made by the
Administrative Officer (Academic) for Theology.

Structure of the Honours Program

The Honours program in Theology consists of 36 units comprising coursework topics and an Honours
Thesis of 12 or 18 units. Students can undertake their Honours program in any of the following
streams:

Honours Program Approval

At the time an application for entry to Honours is submitted, an intending Honours student should
consult with the Administrative Officer (Academic) and the Head of School and/or the appropriate Area
of Study Convenor (Biblical Studies, Historical & Systematic Theology or Pastoral Studies) regarding
an Honours program. Consideration should be given at this stage as to whether an appropriate
supervisor for the Honours thesis is available from the faculty of the School of Theology. The
proposed supervisor for the student’s Honours thesis normally is consulted about the coursework
selected for the Honours program. Details of the proposed program including a preliminary thesis
proposal should be submitted to the Administrative Officer (Academic) for consideration by the
Standing Committee of the School Board well before the program is scheduled to begin. The Standing
Committee normally must approve the program proposal and the appointment of the thesis supervisor
before commencement of the Honours program.

Time Limit

Students must complete their Honours work in one year of full-time work and in no more than two
consecutive years by part-time study. The thesis component must be completed within one year.

The approval of the Theology Standing Committee is necessary if a student enrolled full-time wishes to
transfer to part-time study.

Honours Seminar

The Honours Seminar (THEO7001) is a co-requisite for the Honours Thesis (THEO7000). Participation
in the Seminar is recommended throughout a student's Honours program, and is compulsory during
the thesis year.

The Honours Seminar provides an opportunity for inter-disciplinary discussion, an important aspect of
Honours level study. Arrangements for the Seminar are made with the Head of School or the Honours
Co-ordinator.

Coursework Topics

BTh topics
When topics from the BTh are taken as part of an Honours program they are assessed at
Honours standard. The methods of assessment may vary from those for students taking the
topic as part of the undergraduate degree and additional work may be prescribed or a higher
performance standard expected. Topics undertaken in the undergraduate degree cannot be
repeated in the Honours degree.

Readings Topics
(Readings' topics: THEO7104, 7202, 7303, 7304, 7305, 7403)
The student should discuss with the topic convenor and/or a proposed supervisor, a course of
reading and methods of assessment. The work for a 'Readings' topic may include participation
in all or part of the program for a topic in the undergraduate degree (provided the topic has not
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previously been taken by the student). The proposed arrangements for the 'Readings' topic are

submitted to the Standing Committee for approval. This process should take place before the

beginning of the semester in which the topic is to be studied, or as soon as possible thereafter.
MThSt Topics

Students may undertake topics from the Master of Theological Studies degree as part of their

program, with the approval of the topic convenor. These will be assessed at Honours level.

Withdrawal

An Honours student who withdraws from the Honours program will not be permitted to re-enrol as an
Honours student in Theology, except with the permission of the Board of the School of Theology and
under such conditions as the Board may determine.

(Students who withdraw before the end of the fourth week of the semester in which they began the
Honours will not be considered to have enrolled.)

However a student may, with good reason, make an application to the Standing Committee of the
School of Theology to transfer their enrolment to part-time in the same year. If such an application is
granted, the student must complete all Honours work in the subsequent year. Students who withdraw
from their program before the expiration of two-thirds of the time allowed for the program will be graded
as WN (withdrawn, not failed). Students who withdraw after the expiration of two-thirds of the time
allowed for the program will be graded WF (withdrawn, failed).

Honours Thesis

Length
Students may enrol in either a 12 or 18 unit Honours Thesis. A 12 unit thesis would normally
be 12,000 — 14,000 words and an 18 unit thesis 18,000 - 20,000 words.

Supervision
It is incumbent on the student to establish a mutually satisfactory, regular and frequent pattern
of consultation with the supervisor of the thesis topic. It is important that this pattern be
maintained throughout the thesis year. There is a tendency for the pressure of work to lead to
dropping of contact toward the end and although in some cases there may be a need to revise
the pattern of supervision throughout the year, it is important to negotiate and formalise such
changes to the pattern. As a general rule a student should see their supervisor at least once a
month (even if there is little to report). On average, consultations are expected to be about 30-
45 minutes although there are obvious variations to this.
Supervisors may advise about the general direction of the student’s work, indicate specific
difficulties and areas that need attention, recommend bibliographic references, offer advice on
research methods and approaches and advise on presentation and organisation. Students can
expect supervisors to be circumspect in advice on the final draft of the thesis as it is imperative
that the final submission be the original work of the student. However, students are strongly
recommended to take full advantage and adequate account of criticisms and advice offered
both by their supervisors and in seminar groups.
If students at any time during their program feel that they are not receiving adequate
supervision it is their responsibility to contact the Area of Study Convenor or the Head of
School to request further assistance. If a student feels there is a problem with the level of
supervision, a complaint should be registered during the course of study, not in the light of
dissatisfaction with the final grade received.

Research Guidelines
Every year the Postgraduate Students Association organises ‘Starting Research’ seminars to
introduce Honours and postgraduate students to the basics of graduate life. Below are some
guidelines prepared by Professor Graham Tulloch (Department of English, School of
Humanities):
Choosing a topic
e start with a general area and refine it
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e remember, it is not a PhD or Masters = choose a small topic which is manageable
within the number of words you are allowed

e try to choose a topic which allows you some scope for originality, however remember
that originality is not the be all and end all of an honours thesis: think of yourself as
making a contribution to an ongoing discussion not as providing the definitive answer
on a question no-one has looked at before

e choose a topic without too much already written on it but remember it is helpful to have
someone else’s ideas to supplement your own.

Research strategies
1. Primary material
While types of research differ whatever you are doing you are likely to collect data, notes
etc collect your material in an orderly way and file it! Keep clear notes on the sources of
your material. Read through your material every now and then - you can forget things.
2. Secondary material
You don’t need to know everything that has been written on your topic but you should have
a reasonable knowledge of trends in recent writing and of important older works. Use the
Library catalogue and search under topic or search whole entry. Look at some recent
books/journals: what are their main preoccupations? Who do they cite? Use
bibliographies: Ask your supervisor what authors/books to look at. Look at the world wide
web, although remember that much of it is useless and of mediocre or poor quality, but
there is some useful material such as bibliographies, electronic texts, biographical
information. Restrict your reading to what is relevant to your topic but keep an eye open for
material in unexpected places.
3. Time management —Stages.
Writing a thesis falls into various stages; identify them and plan ahead: Looking around,
finding a thesis topic, collecting information, developing ideas/planning your thesis, writing
the actual thesis. This should be done in stages, starting not later than the middle of your
thesis year. Presentation - getting footnotes right, proof-reading, having it laser printed,
binding (if required). Allow plenty of time for this as it takes more time than you think. At all
stages show your work to your supervisor and get their comments - don’'t wait until the
thesis is complete.
4. Time allocation
Find some time each week throughout the year for your thesis. Plan for blocks of time at
crucial stages of the thesis - you only need to concentrate only on your thesis for 3-5 days
at crucial points
5. Completing on time
Start writing early. Begin to draft sections as early as possible. Produce a first draft of the
whole thesis with plenty of time for it to be read by your supervisor, and if necessary,
redrafted - allow plenty of time for the final stage of preparing the actual copy/copies for
submission (this always takes longer than you think).

Presentation

Theses should be presented as follows:
(1) Typed on A4 paper, on one side of the paper only, in double line spacing
(2) Margins at least 30mm on the left hand side and 20mm on the right hand side and sufficient
at the top and bottom to allow for trimming during binding
(3) The thesis should incorporate (in the following order):

(a) title page giving the title of the thesis in full, name of the candidate, name of the

Faculty, of the University and School;

(b) table of contents;

(c) summary of not more than 200 words;

(d) an acknowledgment of help given;

(e) the main text;

(f) appendices, if any;

(g) bibliography.
(4) Diagrams, figures, photos, etc. should preferably be reproduced on A4 paper. All full page
figures should form a right-hand page with the legend at the bottom. If photos, etc. are to be
mounted on a page, a dry mounting process should be used
(5) Wherever possible, tables should be inserted in the appropriate place in the text, except
that lengthy or bulky matter should appear as an appendix.
(6) Diagrams, etc. exceeding A4 size should be folded so as to read as a right-hand page
open.
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(7) The thesis should be bound - this can range from simple spiral binding to being sewn or
stapled and bound with stiff covers. Loose-leaf binders are not acceptable.

(8) The author’'s name should be visible, either on the spine or the front cover.

First Class
To reflect outstanding scholarship, either;
(a) an overall average of 85% or more; or
(b) a mark of 85% or more in at least 22 units of work, with an overall average of not less than
81%
Second Class Division A
To reflect a high level of scholarship, either;
(a) an overall average of between 75% - 84% inclusive; or
(b) a mark between 75% and 84%, inclusive, in at least 22 units of work, with an overall
average of not less than 73%
Second Class Division B
To reflect a substantial level of scholarship:
an overall average between 65 - 74% inclusive
Third Class
To reflect a satisfactory level of scholarship:
an overall average between 50 - 64% inclusive.

Chronicles.

This topic will explore some of the major themes in
Christian history from the seventeenth to the twentieth centuries, with particular emphasis on issues of
change and continuity and the relationship between church and state.

CREDIT FOR PRIOR STUDY

Students can apply for credit for topics studied previously in another degree to count towards their current
degree.

There are two types of credit:

Specified Credit — credit is awarded for a particular topic from study completed previously in a
comparable or similar topic.

Unspecified Credit - credit is awarded for a group of topics, a whole degree or for individual topics. This
type of credit is appropriate for use toward the elective component of the degree, where applicable.

GRADUATION

Flinders University has two graduation ceremonies each year. The first is held in April for all graduands
who complete their degree in semester 2 of the previous year; the second in December for International
Students, Medical students and students who complete their degree at the end of Semester 1 of the same
year.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS FOR FLINDERS UNIVERSITY

Academic year: Begins in late February or early March and ends in November.

Assumed knowledge: Normally refers to knowledge acquired prior to commencing a degree e.g. a
particular SACE subject, or a language.

Bachelor degree: The basic (first) undergraduate degree.

Core topics: Compulsory subjects which form the basis of a study program.

Co requisite: A topic that must be taken at the same time as the topic being described.

Course: A program of study leading to a degree or diploma.

Elective topics: Topics which can be chosen to support core topics.

Faculty: Part of the University’'s organizational structure. Each School or Department at Flinders
University is part of one of four Faculties.

Graduate: A person who has received his or her degree.

Postgraduate degree/graduate diploma: Postgraduate degree/graduate diploma is taken after
completing an undergraduate degree.

Prerequisite: A topic which must be completed before a higher year level topic can be studied.

Program: A program is an approved combination of topics.

Semester: The academic year is divided into two semesters — usually late February to mid June, and late
July to November.

Topic: A prescribed amount of academic work for which a final grade is recorded.

Undergraduate degree/diploma: A first degree or diploma.

Unit: The measure of weighting given to a topic as specified in the syllabus for that topic. A hormal year’s
work by a full-time student at Flinders University is valued at 36 units.
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
